Lake St. Louis Hunter/Jumper Show IV:  February 9-13 
 
Sarah Kate Hanks & “Eyes Up” had a successful follow-up show in St. Louis (they qualified for Pony 
Finals at St. Louis in December!).  They received  great ribbons in their Green Pony O/F and conformation 
classes, and placed 4th in U/S.  Sarah Kate placed well in 12-14 Ponies Equitation.  The pair finished 2nd in 
the Equisport USEF Pony Medal, and placed 3rd in the Washington International Pony Hunter Medal.  
 
Micaela Preston & “The Court Jester” brought home some great ribbons in the Large Pony Hunter 
division.  They placed in both O/F classes, were 2nd U/S and won their Handy round.  Micaela also placed 
well in her 12-14 Ponies Equitation classes.  Micaela and Jessie also placed in both the Equisport USEF Pony 
Medal and the Pony Hunter Classic. 
 
Eryn Mazur & “Happy Meal” marked Lake St. Louis as a big stepping stone—Eryn’s first “AA” show!  
They brought home a 3rd in Short Stirrup O/F and a 5th U/S.  Eryn placed 4th in Walk/Trot Equitation, 2nd in 
both Walk/Trot/Canter Equitation and 11 & Under Equitation on the flat, and took the blue in 11 & 
Under Equitation O/F. 
 
Sarah Sutton & “Panache” competed in the Children’s Hunter Horse 15-17.  The pair placed O/F, U/S 
and in Equitation O/F.  They also brought home a 4th in the THIS Children’s Medal.
