Hands and feet are important to keep warm...it's hard fo ride with numb fingers around the
reins and when you can't feel your feet in the stirrups! Wear socks and gloves made
specifically for cold weather activity. You can also put instant hand/foot warmers in your
pockets and boots.

You can find fleece headbands that cover your ears and fit easily under your helmet, which
are great for blocking cold winds.

Even with the cold weather, lessons are onl Don't be afraid to come out in the cold...with some
smart clothing choices, you can stay warm at the barn and enjoy riding year ‘round!
