Did You Know?  Horse facts about nightmares and #13... 
 

 As we near Halloween, it’s a prime time for nightmares!  No, nightmares have nothing 

to do with the mare that tried to buck you off during an evening lesson.  In fact, the 

word has never had anything to do with horses.  The “mare” in nightmare was derived 

from both the Old English word “maere,” meaning “goblin” and the Scandinavian 

mythology term “mara,” that describes a spirit sent to torment people in their sleep.  

For many years, a “nightmare” was known as a real being that actually harmed 

sleepers.  Only much later did it come to describe any frightening dream. 

 According to records, only 5 horses have won a Triple Crown race out of post 

position 13.  The Belmont has never posted a winner out of 13.  The Preakness was 

won in 2009 by Rachel Alexandra from post 13.  Number 13 produced Derby winners 

Smarty Jones in 2004, Forward Pass in 1968, Jet Pilot in 1947 and Burgoo King in 

1932.
